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HISTORY

The Mikołaj Rej Comprehensive School No 1 in Jędrzejów started its activity about one hundred years ago. Throughout long decades it was, along with the Comprehensive School in Wodzisław, the only secondary school in the region giving a chance to study at a university.
1808 – Cistercian Monks from Jędrzejów found the school which is the cradle of our   
   present school
1912 – Men Junior High School is created

1932 – A two-level school system: Junior High School (4 years) + Comprehensive  
   School (2 years) is introduced

1948 – A four-year Comprehensive School is formed

1966 – Mikołaj Rej becomes the patron of our school
2002 – Transformation into a-three-year Comprehensive School
2005 – Change of the name into Mikołaj Rej Comprehensive School No1

THE SCHOOL YEAR

School starts in September and finishes in June. 

Students spend three years in our school. 
We have two five-month terms and two-month summer holiday. What is more, during the school year there are a few holidays: about two-week winter holiday at Christmas, seven days at Easter and a very important celebration – a name-day of our patron on the 6th December. In the morning we always go to a church. We march through the streets of our town and all the students wear red caps. Afterwards, we come back to school to watch a performance concerning our patron prepared by our students. 
After a successful three-year time spent in our school students sit a school-leaving exam (“A-level”).

THE SCHOOL DAY
Students attend school from Monday to Friday. They usually have lessons from 7 a.m. till 3 p.m. They learn a lot of different subjects, among others: Polish, Mathematics, Foreign Languages, Geography, History, Biology, Chemistry, Information Technology. While the students attend school they have to do their homework, read set books, make different projects and sit exams.
